e Keep requirements, stories, designs, and tests consistent
and traceable with Al support.

e Use Al to prepare for stakeholder interviews and analyze
interview results.

e Organize and prioritize analysis work using Al while
retaining control over decisions.

¢ Recognize when Al is helping your analysis and when it is
adding confusion or noise.

e Apply ethical and responsible practices when using Al,
including attention to data sensitivity and bias.

¢ Create a practical plan for integrating generative Al into
your own business analysis work.
